Tournament Rules and Conditions

1. The Tournaments are available for entry from players registered with Clubs in the Chesterfield & Derby Badminton Leagues, or those of Clubs invited to participate by the Tournament Director.  
2. All players must register prior to the start of their respective event at the registration point and be prepared to start play at the allotted time.  Due to there being a playing order, players arriving late will forfeit any games missed.  Please give yourselves sufficient time to get parked at Alfreton Leisure Centre prior to the event.  
3. All players must dress in appropriate sporting attire and must wear non-marking footwear.

4. All pairs will be allocated a handicap at the start of the event based on the league they play and/or known ability in and their results obtained during the 2009/10 season.
5. The Tournament Director has the right to alter this Handicap during the Tournament to ensure fairness to all competitors.

6. No seeding shall take place.  All players/pairs shall be drawn randomly and placed into groups.

7. For all events there will be a maximum of 6 groups with 8 players/pairs in each group (Maximum 48 entrants per event).  

8. Players/Pairs shall be allocated on a ‘first come first served’ basis by receipt of the attached entry form and cheque for Tournament fees.
9. The cost will be £5.00 per player per event and be paid by cheque and received by 1st May 2010.
10. Yonex Mavis 300 shuttles shall be used during the Tournament.  Feathered shuttles may be used for the Finals.
11. Each group will be allocated a Court Official who will have the playing order of the court.  This order will not change unless agreed with the Court Official and the Tournament Director.

12. A maximum ‘knocking up time’ of 3 minutes prior to the game being played will be given after which play will start.  Players must be ready to begin ‘knocking-up’ directly after the previous game has ended.
13. There will be one game to 21 with rally scoring rules.  The two points clear rule will NOT apply.
14. The Group winners shall be the pair with the highest number wins, if there is a tie then the pair with the highest number of points, if there is still a tie then the winners of the tied pairs game will be classed as the Group winner.

15. The Group winners and runners-up (if 6 groups it will be best two runners up from all groups) will go into the quarter-finals which will be played (time permitting) as ‘best of three’ to 21 (if time is not permitting it will be one game to 21)
16. The winners of the quarter-finals shall play the semi-finals (time permitting) as ‘best of three’ to 21 (if time is not permitting it will be one game to 21).
17. Quarter-Finals and Semi-Finals will be played after all Group games have been played.

18. The Finals for all events are to be played on Sunday 16th May 2010 at the Foresters Finals Afternoon, Alfreton Leisure Centre, directly after the Mixed Event.  Further details about the afternoon will be announced nearer the event.
19. Should circumstances arise which are not provided for in these Rules, they shall be dealt with by the Tournament Director and his decision shall be binding on all parties concerned.
